Dear Self Directed Supports Participant or Guardian:

On a quarterly basis you will receive two reports on the County funds being held in your name at Fiscal Assistance of Dane County, Inc.  
The first report is a year-to-date budget report.  This report compares the actual total of your funding and expenses for the current year to date to the year-to-date budget from your approved Individual Financial Plan.  The first column is the total of the actual funds received and bills received in your name for the year to date.  The second column is your year-to-date budget for each category.  The third column is the dollar difference between columns 1 and 2.  One of the most important numbers for you to look at on this report is how much money you have left over for the year (a positive number) or how much you overspent (a negative number).  This amount is the bottom number in the first column, next to the title “YEAR TO DATE MONEY UNSPENT”.

The second report shows the detail of all the bills received and funds received in your name for the current year to date.  Starting from the left, the type of transaction is listed, the date of the transaction, the source name, which is the name of the agency/person to be paid and the amount of the funds received or the bill posted on your behalf.  This report is sorted by account so that you can see the detail of each total on your budget report.
